Classic/T21) 

• Posted four rounds of par-or-better in last year’s inaugural Bermuda Championship to finish T35 

• Opened the 2020-21 PGA TOUR Season with a T3 finish at the Safeway Open. In two ensuing starts before this 
week, finished T28 at the Sanderson Farms Championship and missed the cut at the Shriners Hospitals for 
Children Open 

• Seeks his first career PGA TOUR victory in his 40th start; closest brush with victory resulted in a solo-second at the 
2019 Rocket Mortgage Classic 

• Three career top-10s are all top-3 finishes (2nd/2019 Rocket Mortgage Classic, T3/2020 Wyndham Championship, 
T3/2020 Safeway Open)

• 36-hole co-leader Wyndham Clark (T2/-9) seeks to improve on a T13 finish in his most recent TOUR start (2020 
Shriners Hospitals for Children Open) 

• Kramer Hickok (T2/-9) remains in search of his first TOUR title in his 52nd start; lone top-10 finish came at the 
2019 Corales Puntacana Resort & Club Championship (T10) 

•  Australia’s Matt Jones (T5/-8) posted the day’s only bogey-free score (5-under 66) in his bid for a second career 
PGA TOUR title and first since the 2014 Vivint Houston Open 

• After his T3 finish in last year’s Bermuda Championship, Brian Gay (T5/-8) posted a 4-under 67 in his bid for a fifth 
PGA TOUR title and first since the 2013 The American Express; making his 602nd career TOUR start this week 

• Sponsor exemption Ollie Schniederjans posted a 2-under 69 to reach 8-under (T5); the 2019 Bermuda 
Championship (MC) was the only PGA TOUR event he played in the 2019-20 season after finishing No. 180 in the 
FedExCup in the 2018-19 season 

• First-round leader Peter Malnati (T11/-6) is seeking a third top-5 finish in as many starts (2nd/Sanderson Farms 
Championship, T5/Shriners Hospitals for Children Open) 

• Will Zalatoris (T15/-5) posted his best score of the week with a 5-under 66, highlighted by an eagle-3 at No. 17. 
Came into the week three points shy of earning Special Temporary Membership to the PGA TOUR while seeking 
his fourth top-10 finish in his fifth start of the season (T6/U.S. Open, T8/Corales Puntacana Resort & Club
